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“Yahweh, therefore, has highly exalted Him and given Him 
the Name which is above every name, that at the Name of 
Yahshua every knee should bow, of those in the heavens, 
and of those on earth, and of those under the earth, and 
every tongue should confess that Yahshua the Messiah 

is Master, to the esteem of Yahweh the Father.” (Phil 2:9-11)
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This is because the letter 'j' did not exist before then!
So why do Christians worship someone called 'Jesus'?
Good question! The word 'Jesus' is an Anglo/Latin
Greek translation of the REAL Name of the Messiah.
If the Messiah was born a Hebrew, then He would have 
a Hebrew Name. He does, and the Name that Yahweh
gave Him is 'Yahshua' which in Hebrew means:
"Yah(weh) is salvation."
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The life, death and resurrection of Yahushua is an
undeniable historical fact. The question is why? He 
was either a complete liar, a lunatic, or He was who 
He clamied to be: The Son of Yahweh in the flesh...
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The difficulty with lying about being the Messiah is that
Yahushua had to satisfy over 30 specific prophecies and
hundreds of other prophecies eg. birthplace, family,
mother and death - all of which cannot be controlled,
yet He fulfilled EVERY ONE! The best part is, He rose
from the grave!
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He did this because the punishment for sin is death for
eternity in Hell. But if someone takes your place, that
leaves you free from the penalty! Yahushua lived a
perfect life and received the punishment that you and
I deserve because of His love for us. Repent of your sin
and ask Yahweh to forgive you and follow Him.
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
